Mission: To provide targeted medical assistance to
individuals, specifically essential medications prescribed
by medical professionals, who find themselves in
challenging life situations, particularly those affected by
military aggression against Ukraine in the Southern regions,
including Kherson, Mykolaiv, and Odessa oblasts.

Vision: Mitigating the consequences of chronic diseases by
ensuring a stable supply of medications for those who lack
the means to provide for themselves.
  Enhancing overall health conditions by granting access to
medicines for Ukrainians residing in precarious settlements
(villages, communities, and cities) in frontline territories.
  Strengthening the level of comprehensive healthcare
provision in rural areas..



WHO WE HELP

Our beneficiaries include IDPs, children,  elderly, individuals with disabilities, and families residing in frontline
areas. The primary needs encompass access to medications in rural areas and a requirement for personalized

medical treatments and supplies.

What we do is a lifeline for Ukrainians battling illness, especially in war-
torn areas. Limited access to crucial medications and the constant
danger of shelling define their reality. In families left unsupported due
to migrations, our aid becomes crucial, enabling them to maintain a
semblance of stability. The same lifeline extends to those in supposedly
safer regions of southern Ukraine facing financial hardships. Our team
ensures recurring aid every two months, a profound intervention not
just for physical health but a soothing balm for the psyche amidst the
challenges of war.
